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   THE TRANSFIGURATION OF THE LORD 

 

     "This is my beloved Son, with whom I am 

well pleased; listen to him." Oh, to be on 

that mountain! What a priceless experience 

for Peter, James, and John. If they had ever 

doubted, if they wondered whether Jesus 

was really who he said he was, their confi-

dence surely got a boost on the day of the 

Transfiguration. Before their very eyes, Je-

sus' divine beauty radiated gloriously while 

the two ancient prophets also appeared in 

miraculous manner. And to top it off, the 

voice of God the Father spoke from the 

heavens and confirmed that it was all true: 

Jesus really is the Son of God! 

     Why did Jesus reveal himself in such a 

remarkable way to these men? Perhaps we 

have an answer in today's epistle. Peter 

writes, "We ourselves heard this voice 

come from heaven while we were with him 

on the holy mountain." Peter mentions this 

fact in order to confirm his credibility as a 

preacher as he goes on to say, "We pos-

sess the prophetic message that is alto-

gether reliable. You will do well to be atten-

tive to it." Because of the mission that Pe-

ter had to help shape and nurture the 

Church in its earliest days, his position as 

an "eyewitness" to the Transfiguration 

helped to gain the attention, and the faith, 

of his hearers. 

     So although we were not there during 

this holy apparition, we have the benefit of 

it. We, and the faithful through the ages, 

have heard the testimony that Jesus is truly 

our God from those who saw in person that 

it was for real. In this way, the Transfigura-

tion is able to bolster the faith of many, not 

just the three men who were there that 

day. May we have the grace to allow the 

feast we celebrate today to truly deepen 

our faith.

CATHOLIC CHARITIES IS OPENING THE BEACON, HOMELESS DAY RESOURCE CENTER 

IN  MADISON IN OCTOBER AND WE NEED YOUR HELP! 

Catholic Charities will be operating the new Homeless Day Resource Center this fall.   

To be able to accomplish our mission we will need over 30,000 volunteer hours a 

year.  The Beacon will be open 7 days a week, 365 days a year- from 8:00 am-5:00 

pm and has many different volunteer jobs available:  

Laundry Services- Shift hours 9-1, available 7 days a week.  Guests put their laundry 

into a bag, we wash, dry and give it back to them by 1 pm.  This position works in 

teams of 2-3, so partner with a friend or two and time will fly!  Shower Servicesð Shift 

hours are 8-12, and 12-4:30, available 7 days a week.  Be someone that people are 

always happy to see!  Give out towels and toiletries, and they get a chance to get 

clean and feel good again.  Computer Lab Assistant- Shift hours are 8:30-12:30, and 

12:30-4:30, available 7 days a week. You do not have to have a degree in 

Information Technology to do this job, just good basic computer skills and an 

understanding on how to search the internet and fill out online applications.**  Child 

& Family Advocateð Shift hours are 8-12 and 12-4, available 7 days a week.  If you 

love holding babies or were the babysitter that all the kids in the neighborhood 

fought overð this is the job for you! Entertain little ones while parents work with a 

social worker to move out of homelessness.   Guest Advocate-Shift hours are 8:30-

12:30 and 12-4,7 days a week, 365 days a year.  Help homeless individuals find 

resources, play cards with them, talk to them about whatõs going on in their lives and 

be that person who shows them they are cared about and not alone! **  Welcome 

Center Greeterð Shift hours are 8:30-12:30 and 12-4, 7 available days a week.  If 

you have the gift of hospitality, this could be a good fit for youð help us create a 

welcoming environment for people when they come in each day. **  Repair & 

Maintenance-Flexible AM/PM shifts 7 days a week.  If you are a person who can fix 

anything, or if you love to cleanð we want you!  Volunteers must be at least 18 years 

old and complete an application and background check.   Contact Tami Fleming at 

608-826-8022 or e-mail tfleming@ccmadison.org if you have questions or would like 

to discuss volunteer opportunities.
